Workplace Health and Safety- Footwear

objects. The best option is a leather black lace-up shoe/jogger. Such footwear is compulsory in our Science
laboratories, Food and Nutrition kitchens and Manual Arts workshops.

e Only a plain white, navy blue or black head scarf may be worn for religious reasons, provided a written
explanation from parent/ caregiver has been given to and approved by the appropriate Year Level HOD.

Student Attendance

enrolment, and the prospect of legal action against parents for student non-attendance. Complete
attendance holds particular significance for students in post-compulsory education and those receiving
Youth Allowance or Abstudy payments.

*A note from a parent/quardian (must match parent/quardian listed on school system) may be produced
prior to absence or to explain a previous absence.
The school informs parents/caregivers about unexplained absences via the Compass app or email. To avoid
receiving a message, parents/caregivers must contact the school before 10.00am to advise that a student will
be absent. Students must provide a medical certificate for any absence longer than 2 days. All medical
certificates must be submitted to Student Office within 48 hours of returning to school.

Parents/carers will have 2 weeks from the date of the absence to provide a reasonable explanation to the school
for the absence. If no reasonable explanation has been provided within the 2 weeks the absence will be recorded
as an unexplained absence.

Purpose of the Scheme

1. Inaccordance with the Education (General Provisions) Act 2006, the cost of providing instruction,
administration and facilities for the education of students enrolled at State schools who are Australian citizens
or permanent residents, or children of Australian citizens or permanent residents, is met by the State.

2. Parents/carers are directly responsible for providing textbooks and other personal resources for their children
while attending school. In recognition that these costs can be high, the school operates a
Student Resource Scheme (the “scheme”) that enables a parent/carer to enter into an agreement with the
school that, for a specified annual participation fee, the school will provide for the temporary use by the
student of prescribed textbooks and/or other resources, and/or the purchase of consumables and materials
for the student.

3. AStudent Resource Scheme is separate to and distinct from a request for a voluntary financial
contribution.

* A parent/carer who chooses not to participate in the scheme is responsible for providing the student with all
items that would otherwise be provided to the student by the scheme as detailed on the Year Level.

Electronic Devices

The Department of Education introduced an “away for the day” policy (July 2023), and after careful
consideration with our staff and Parent and Citizens Association (P & C) representatives, our school has
decided to implement the following approach:

e Phone Pouches: Each student will be issued a magnetic lock phone pouch. Phones will be locked in these
pouches during the roll-marking period and unlocked at the end of Period 4.

e Classroom Un/locking Devices: Classrooms will be equipped with a device to lock and unlock the pouches,
allowing supervised use of phones for curriculum purposes.

e Consequences for Violations: Students found using a phone during the school day will be required to
surrender it to the Student Office. For the first violation, students will collect the phone at the end of the
day. Subsequent violations will require parent collection of the phone. Continued non-compliance will
result in an escalation of consequences.

e Canteen Purchases: All transactions at the canteen will be restricted to debit card or cash.

e Laptops: To ensure the highest educational outcomes, all students will be required to have a laptop at
school. This device will serve as a crucial tool for educational success and communication with families
during school time.

Consequences of the misuse of a electronic device:

1. First occasion- Collect the device at 3pm from the Student Office

2. Second or more occasions- Phone call home to parent/guardian to collect the device from the Student
Office

Laptop Program

To ensure students have access to the best possible education, all students at Redbank Plains State High
School from 2025 will use a laptop in all their classes. Students will still need to use some workbooks for
practical lessons, even though their laptops will replace textbooks, with all materials loaded onto their device
and accessible at school and home. It also gives every student immediate access to educational enhance-
ment programs like Education Perfect (paid for by the school) and numerous educational quizzes and games.

A laptop means that students no longer need to transport bags filled with heavy books to and from school.
They will also have immediate individual access to the latest version of electronic texts and be able to use
draw on the knowledge and resources of the internet from their classrooms and all other locations at school
and home (if there is an internet connection).

Student surveys show that more than 80 percent of our students believe a laptop computer helps improve
their learning, and a similar percentage believe it helps them with homework. In addition, many publishers
are no longer issuing printed textbooks, so a laptop is increasingly necessary to access essential learning
resources.

In 2025, all students and parents have two options, provide a parent owned laptop of the necessary
specifications or hire a Laptop4Rent from the school for the 2024 school year for $200, which is fantastic
value at $1 per school day.

To ensure they function throughout the school day, laptops must be charged at home overnight and brought
to school fully charged. For electrical and workplace health and safety reason,s student laptops are not
permitted to be charged at school.
